As many as three old Computers and up to 25 gallons or 220 pounds of Haz-
ardous Products. Read the label! Hazardous Products will have cautionary

Other words or
phrases that can signal hazardous products include: poisonous, hazardous, com-
bustible, flammable, corrosive, volatile, caustic, irritant, explosive, toxic, use with

adequate ventilation, or avoid inhaling.

If there are no words indicating it is a hazardous product, it likely isn’t.
