Approval of Minutes:
The Committee reviewed the minutes from the March 9th meeting.  Upon motion of Barbara Thomas, seconded by Josh Rice, the public meeting minutes and executive meeting minutes of March 9, 2010 were unanimously approved.  
Open Space Fund Financial Reports:
Jack Terry stated that there is nothing major to report this month.  EIT revenues continue to be strong and are at approximately $18,000 higher than this time last year.  No funds have been drawn from the 2.5 million note yet.  Jack reviewed the breakdown of current obligations and available funds at this time.
Solicitor’s Report
· Status of Anita Meyers acquisition:  Mrs. Meyers’ attorney is working to clear the title which shows an old mortgage that was never closed.  Mr. Reiss believes this easement will not be ready to close for several months.
· Status of Miller acquisition:  The appraisals and survey are completed.  The Open Space grant application will be submitted prior to the deadline of April 30th.  Jonathan Reiss estimates this property will be ready for closing in two months.
· Status of Harrison acquisition: The appraisals are completed.  Mr. Harrison has supplied a survey.  The Open Space grant application will be submitted prior to April 30th.  Mr. Reiss estimates this property will also be ready for closing in two months.
· Status of Lokay acquisition:  The Agreement of Sale has been signed and will be approved by the Supervisors tomorrow night.  An appraisal, survey and baseline document will be ordered once the Board signs the Agreement of Sale.
The public meeting was adjourned into executive session at 7:45 PM.

The public meeting reconvened at 8:05 PM.
Other Business
The committee reviewed and discussed the revised draft of the new conservation easement form.  Don Moss noted that the current easement the Township is using appears to be more restrictive than the new one the committee has been reviewing the last several months.  Concerns were raised with regard to ponds and greenhouses.  After discussion, a motion was made by Barbara Thomas, seconded by Jesse Berdinka, to submit the new easement form to the Board of Supervisors for approval and adoption.  (Five members agreed; one member (Ken Bupp, abstained).    
There being no further business to discuss, Chairman Don Moss adjourned the meeting at 8:25 PM.
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
