Approval of Minutes:
The April 13th minutes were tabled until the July meeting.
Open Space Fund Financial Reports:
The Open Space Funds are in good shape.  Jack Terry noted that 67% of the budget figure has already been collected in EIT revenues; this is $30,000 more than at this same time in 2009.  He also reported that 81% of the property taxes for open space have been received.
Solicitor’s Report
· Status of Anita Meyers’ acquisition:  Jonathan Reiss pointed out that an old mortgage on the property was paid off but never legally satisfied.  The Township retained Jonathan’s office to probate the Will and satisfy the old mortgage.  The survey and appraisal are completed and the baseline document is in the process of same.  Mr. Reiss expects this property to close in the next 45 to 90 days.
· Status of Miller acquisition:  This property closed on May 28th.  
· Status of Harrison acquisition:  This property is scheduled for closing on June 30th. 
· Status of Lokay acquisition:  The appraisal is completed; the survey and baseline document will be completed soon.  Mr. Reiss expects this property to close in the next 45 – 90 days.  Barbara Thomas inquired as to the location of the driveway; Jonathan Reiss explained that the driveway can be 12 feet wide maximum and still be included within the easement.
The public meeting was adjourned into executive session at 7:40 PM.
