ORDINANCE NO.

AN ORDINANCE OF BEDMINSTER TOWNSHIP, BUCKS COUNTY,
PENNSYLVANIA, ADOPTING REGULATIONS PROHIBITING THE
MAKING OF UNNECESSARY AND EXCESSIVE AIR POLLUTION,
GLARE, GRAFFITI, HEAT, NOISE, ODOR, RADIATION, VIBRATION,
AND WATER POLLUTION; REQUIRING THE PROPER DISPOSAL OF
ANIMAL WASTE AND LITTER; REGULATING NOXIOUS WEEDS AND
OPEN BURNINGS; PROHIBITING VARIOUS OTHER NUISANCES;
PROVIDING FOR IMPOSITION OF PENALTIES FOR VIOLATION OF
THESE PROHIBITIONS; AND REVOKING ALL PRIOR ORDINANCES
INCONSISTENT HEREWITH.

The Bedminster Township Board of Supervisors hereby ordains:

WHEREAS, fire constitutes a serious hazard to the public’s health and welfare and can
cause significant property damage; and

WHEREAS, excessive noise, heat, glare, odor, vibration, and other public nuisances
constitute a serious hazard to the public health and welfare and the quality of life of the citizens
of Bedminster Township; and

WHERFEAS, the emission of dust, dirt, fly ash, fumnes, vapors, or gases can cause damage
to human health, animals, vegetation, and property, and thus are public nuisances hazardous to
the public health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of Bedminster Township; and

WHEREAS, graffiti, litter, and uncollected animal waste are public nuisances; are
obnoxious; contribute to neighborhood deterioration; and destroy the rights and values of
property owners, as well as the entire community, and

WHERFEAS, air and water pollution and the release of other toxins into the environment
constitute public nuisances as well as serious hazards to the public health and welfare of the
citizens of Bedminster Township and the environment in general; and

WHEREAS, public nuisances tend to remain on private and public property unless they
are immediately abated, and as such the Township must act to prevent, prohibit, and remove
these nuisances from public and private property so as to avoid their spread and their detrimental
impact on the neighborhoods and residents; and

WHEREAS, the Township is empowered to adopt ordinances for health and welfare of
its citizens, to secure the public safety, and to define conduct that constitutes disturbing the peace
pursuant to Sections 1506 and 1527 of the Second Class Township Code, 53 P.S. §66306,

§66527; and
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WHEREAS, the Township is empowered to abate and prohibit nuisances on private and
public property pursuant to Section 1529 of the Second Class Township Code, 53 P.S. §66329.

NOW, THEREFORE, it is hereby ENACTED and ORDAINED by the Board of
Supervisors of Bedminster Township, Bucks County, Pennsylvania, as follows:

BEDMINSTER TOWNSHIP NUISANCE ABATEMENT ORDINANCE

SECTIONI SHORT TITLE.

This Ordinance shall be known and may be cited as the “Bedminster Township Nuisance
Abatement Ordinance” and is implemented under Sections 1506, 1527, 1529 and 1601 of the
Second Class Township Code. 53 P.S, §§63101-68701,

SECTION H SCOPE AND PURPOSE.

A. Scope. From and after the Effective Date of this Ordinance, any action, activity,
use, structure, appliance/equipment, or vehicle that disturbs the peace, is
annoying, is a nuisance, and/or poses a threat to the general health, safety, and/or
welfare of the Township and/or its mhabitants shall be prohibited under the
provisicns of this Ordinance. In the event of a conflict between this Ordinance
and any other statute, ordinance, rule, or regulation, the strictest statute,
ordinance, rule, or regulation shall take precedence.

B. Purpaoses. The purpose of this Ordinance is to abate nuisances, prevent
disturbances, maintain the peace and tranguility of the Township, preserve and
protect the environment, and generally protect and safeguard the health, safety,
and welfare of the persons residing within, visiting, or passing through
Bedminster Township.

C. Policy, It is the policy of the Board of Supervisors in adopting this Ordinance not
to force any industrial or commercial enterprise out of business, but rather to work
with such enterprises to find ways to eliminate, change, replace, reduce, or refine
events, activities, or operations that currently violate this Ordinance in ways that
bring these events, activities, and operations into compliance with this Ordinance.

SECTION 11l DEFINITIONS.
A. Unless specifically defined below, words and phrases used in this Ordinance shall

be interpreted to have common English usage, to give effect to the purposes set
forth in Subsection II.B. above, and to provide reasonable application of this
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Ordinance. As used in this Ordinance, the following terms shall have the
meanings indicated, unless a different meaning clearly appears from the context:

ANSI - American National Standards Institute, or its successors.
ASTM - American Society for Testing and Materials

APPLIANCE/EQUIPMENT - Any device or combination of devices used or
capable of being used as a means to accomplish a desired end, such as an air
conditioning umit, chain saw, power tool, bulldozer, industrial machinery,
highway graders, etc., but not tncluding vehicles.

BODY OF WATER - An aquifer, water table, marsh, bog, swamp, river, stream,
watercourse, drainage ditch, lake, pond, pool, basin, Waters of the
Commonwealth, Waters of the U.S., or any other area on or under the surface of
the Earth, either natural or man-made, holding or carrying water.

BRUSH - Bushes, shrubs, thickets, tree branches, limbs, hedge clippings, small
trees and other dry vegetation, but not to include piles of leaves or green
vegetation.

BURN BARREL - A metal barrel, no larger than 55 gallons, used to contain a

fire and its fuel.
BURNING - The act of consuming by fire; to flame, char, scorch or blaze. Under

this Ordinance, smoldering shall be deemed a burning.

CONTAMINANT - Any matferial, substance, product, waste, or combination
thereof, that because of the quantity, concentration, or its physical, chemical, or
infectious characteristics, if not properly treated, stored, transported, used,
disposed of, or otherwise managed, would create a potential threat to the public
health, safety, and welfare through its direet or indirect introduction into the
environmert.

CONTINUQUS SOUND - Any sound, which is steady state, fluctuating or
intermittent with a recurrence greater than | time in any 15-second interval,

DECIBEL {dB) - A unit of sound level which is a division of a logarithmic scale
used to express the ratio of sound pressure of the source to the pressure of an
arbitrarily chosen reference pressure; the ratio is expressed on the decibel scale by
multiplying its “base 10 logarithm™ by 20.

EXCESSIVE NOISE - Excessive noise is that sound which unreasonably
interferes with the comfortable enjoyment of life and property; is annoying to a
person of ordinary sensibilities; is so harsh, prolonged, unnatural, or unusual in its
use, time, and place, as to occasion physical discomfort; or is otherwise injurious
to the lives, health, peace, and comfort of the general public. Measured noise
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levels in excess of the limits established in this Qwdinance or in excess of the
limits specified in valid permits are declared to be excessive noise.

GLARE - The effect produced by the brightness of a light that causes annoyance,
discomfort, or loss of visibility. Glare occurs when the overall illumination or the
light from a glare source has an intensity sufficiently greater than the luminance
to which the viewer’s eves are adapted so as to cause annoyanee, discomfort, or a
reduction in the viewer’s ability to see {a loss in visua! performance).

GRAFFITI - Any unauthorized inscription, word, figure, painting or other
defacement that is written, marked, etched, scratched, sprayed, drawn, painted or
engraved on or otherwise affixed to any surface of public or private property by
any implement, to the extert that the graffiti was noi authorized in advance by the
owner ot occupant of the property, or, despite advance authorization, is otherwise
deemed & public nuisance by the Township,

TILLUMINANCE - The quantity .of light measured in footcandles.

IMPULSIVE SOUND - Any sound of short duration, with an abrupt onset and
rapid decay, and an occurrence of not more than 1 time in any 15-second interval.

INORGANIC MATERIAL - Material such as tin cans, glass, crockery, metals,
plastic, and similar materials derived or formed from inanimate objects, other than

plant or vegetable matter.

NOISE - Any sound emiited by a person, animal, vehicle, appliance/equipment,
instrument, or other device and its environmental interaction.

ODOR - The property or quality of a substance that stimulates or is perceived by
the sense of smell, the standards for which shall be judged on frequency, intensity,
duration, offensiveness, and health risk.

OPEN BURNING - The buring of any materials wherein products of
combustion are emitted directly into the ambient air without passing through a
stack or chimney from an enclosed chamber. For the purpose of this definition, a
chamber shall be regarded as enclosed when, during the time combustion oceurs,
only aperiures, ducts, stacks, flues, or chimneys necessary fo provide combustion
air and permit the escape of exhaust gas are open. Open Buming does not include
ot incorporate Personal Burning or Trash Burmning.

ORGANIC MATERIAL - Material derived from living organisms such as
wood, papet, and yard scraps.

PERPETRATOR -~ Any person committing, permitting, or who has commitied
or permitted any act, action, operation, or use in violation of the provisions of this

Ordinance.
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PERSON - Any individual, family, firm, asseciation, organization, partnership,
trust, company, corporation, or any other similar entity.

PERSONAL BURNING - The burning of any materials other than trash in a
small fire constructed in a defined space for the purpose of cooking, recreation,
and/or heat (i.e. a camp fire or fire pit). This defined space shall be thirty-six (36)
inches or less in diameter, width, or depth, and twenty-four (24) inches or less in
height.

PRIVATE PROPERTY - Any real estaie, and all the improvements constructed
thereon, not owned by the government or a governmental unit, agency, or similar
entity, including private rights-ofiway,

PUBLIC PROPERTY - Any and all roads, right-of-ways, trails, sidewalks,
parking areas open to the public, alleys, parks, squares, spaces, grounds,
buildings, and other structures owned and/or operated by a homeowner’s
assoclation, the United States of America, the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, a
political subdivision of the Commonwealth, governmental unit or agency, or other
similar entities.

PURE TONE - A sound sensation characterized by its singleness of tone.

SOLID WASTE - Waste, including but not limited to municipal, residual or
hazardous wastes, including selid, liquid, semisolid or contained gaseous
materials as defined in 25 Pa Code Chapter 271.1.

SOUND LEVEL - Airbome sound levels expressed in dB and obtained by the
use of specific frequency dependent weighting networks, as specified in the
reference standards and indicated by proper notation; if all weighting networks is
employed, the sound level is identified as dB(A).

SOUND LEVEL METER - An Instrument or combination of instruments which
meets or exceeds the requirements for an ANSI Type S1A or Type S2A Sound

Level Meter,
TOWNSHIP - The Township of Bedminster.

TRASH - Any used or unconsumed substance, product, material, or waste which
has been discarded, whether made of aluminum, glass, plastic, rubber, paper or
other natural or synthetic material or any combination thereof, including but not
limited t0: garbage, refuse, debris, rubbish, excrement, filth, ashes, waste paper,
empty boxes or containers, packaging, anlmal carcass, animal and vegetable
wastes, furniture, bottles, jars, cans, any top/cap/tab of any bottle/jar/can, street
cleanings, abandoned personal property, comunercial and industrial wastes,
newspapers, magazines, circulars, leaflets, pamphlets, wrappers, handbills, any
printed material, cigarettes, cigars, matches, cardboard, glass, metal, plastic,

lumber, building materials, construction materials, abandoned automobiles,
dismantled vehicles. vehicle parts, tires, abandoned equipment or parts thereof,
grass clippings, yard clippings, leaves, wood, other lawn or garden waste, or
abandoned matter of any kind, but not including political literature,

TRASH BURNING - The burning of organic household trash in a small
contained fire for the purpose of trash disposal and/or destruction of personal
information.

VEHICLE - Any device or combination of devices, used for or capable of being
used for transporting persons or property. Vehiclss include, but are not [imited to
the following:  airplanes, helicopters, boats, ships, personal water craft,
automobiles, trucks, buses, motorcycles, motorized bicycles, snowmobiles,
scooters, all-terrain vehicles, go-carts, racers, recreational vehicle, tractor -trailers,
semi-trailers, and any other similar devices.

Terminology. All acoustical terminoclogy not defined by this Ordinance shall be
interpreted in conformance with applicable publications of the ANSI, its latest
approved revisions thereof, or its successor body.

AIR POLLUTION,

No person shall emit, cause to be emitted, or permit to escape, into the open air,
any contaminant of a quantity which will violate any provision of this Ordinance;
could be harmfusl to the health, safety, or welfare of the general public; or would
violate any other local, state, or federal statute, ordinance, rule or regulation.
Unless otherwise stated or recommended, the measurement of emitted
contaminants shall be at ground level or habitable elevation, and shall be the
average of any twenty-four (24) hour sampling period,

No person shall operate or maintain or permit to be operated or maintained any
appliance/equipment, installation, or device which by reason of its operation or
maintenance will discharge contaminants to the air in excess of the limits
prohibited herein, unless the owner installs and maintains in conjunction
therewith such control appliance/equipment as will prevent the emission of these
contaminants in a quantity or of a quality that will violate any provision of this

. Ordinance.
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C. Smoke

1. No person shall emit, cause to be emitted, or permit to escape into the
open air from any combustion unit or incinerator smoke with a shade
darker than No. 1 on the Ringelmann Chart as published by the U.S.
Bureau of Mines, except smoke of a shade egual to but not darker than No.
2 on the Ringelmann Chart may be emitted for a period or periods
aggregating four (4) minutes in any one (1) hour period.

2. The provisions listed above in Subsection C.1 shall also apply to visible
smoke of a color other than gray but with an equivalent apparent opacity,

D. No person shall cause or allow the transmission of any dust, dirt, fly ash, fumes,
vapors, gases, or liquid or solid particles over the lot lines of the source of such
substance, where the transmitted substance can cause damage to human health,
animals, vegetation, or property; can cause the soiling or staining of persons or
property; or would annoy or disturb the comfort and/or repose of any persons in
the vicinity.

E. Specific Contaminants. All regulations set forth in Title 25, Chapter 123 of the
Pennsylvania Code, as amended, concerning specific contaminants, including but
not limited to fugitive emissions, particulate matter emissions, suifur compounds,
odors, visible emissions, nitrogen compounds, NO, compounds, and mercury,
must be complied with.

F. Toxic Materials.

1. There shall be no release of airborne materials across lot lines that exceed
the current Ambient Air Quality Standards for the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania, 25 Pa.Code 131.1 ef seq., as amended.

2. There shall be no release of any substance across lot lines that exceeds
one-tenth (1/10) of tier one of the Acute Exposure Guideline Levels
(“AEGLs") for any exposure duration as developed by the National
Advisory Committee of the National Research Council. If no AEGLs
exist for the substance released, then the release shall not exceed one-tenth
(1/10) of tier one of the Emergency Response Planning Guidelines
(“ERPGs”™) as developed by the Emergency Response Planning
Committee of the American Industrial Hygiene Association. If no AEGLs
and ERPGs exist for the substance released, then the release shall not
exceed one-tenth {1/10) of tier one of the Temporary Emergency Exposure
Limits {(“TEELs”} as developed by the United States Department of
Energy Subcommitiee on Consequence Assessment and Protective
Actions. If no AEGLs, ERPGs, or TEELs exist for the substance released,
then the release shall not exceed one-tenth (1/10) of the Immediately
Dangerous to Life and Health (*IDLFs™) limits developed by the National
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SECTIONV

A.

Institute for Occupational Safety and Heaith, the Threshold Limit Values
(“TLVs”} developed by American Conference of Governmental Industrial
Hygienists, the Recormunended Exposure Limits developed by the National
Institute for Occupational Safety and Health, or the Permissible Exposure
Limits (“PELs™) developed by the Occupational Safety and Health
Admimstration, whichever is most applicable.

Any action taken or activity conducted in violation of this Section is hereby
declared 1o be a public nuisance. '

ANIMAL WASTE.

No person, having possession, custody or conirol of any animal, shall knowingly
or negligently permit any dog or other animal to defecate or urinate upon any
guiter, street, driveway, alley, curb or sidewalk in the Township, or upon the
floors or stairways of any building or place frequented by the public or used in
common by the tenants, or upon the outside walls, walkways, driveways, alleys,
curbs or stairways of any building abutting on a public street or park, or upon the
grounds of any public park or public area, or any other public property, or upon
any private property other than the property of the owner of such animal.

Any person having possession, custody or control of any dog or other animal
which defecates in any area other than the private property of the owner of such
dog or other animal, as prohibited in Subsection A above shall be required to
immediately remove any feces from such surface and either:

1. Carry same away for disposal in a toilet.
2. Place same in a non-leaking container for deposit in a trash or litter
receptacle.

Any person having possession, custody or control of any dog or other animal
which urinates upon any impervious surface located outside of the private
property of the owner of such dog or other animal, as prohibited in Subsection A
above shall be required to imunediately wash any urine from such surface to area
where it can be absorbed into the ground or wipe any usine from such surface and
place the urine-soaked materials in a non-lsaking container for deposit in a trash
or litter receptacie.

The provisions of Subsections A., B., and C. above shall not apply to the
following:

1. a guide dog accompanying any blind persons, or t¢ any animal used to
assist any other phiysically disabled person;

2, animals used in any police or fire activities of the Township;
3. where the owner of the animal has the prior permission of the owner of the
property being defecated or urinated upon to use the property in that way;
4. horses or ponies while on public property; or
5. any farm animal involved in agriculiural operations.
E. Any action taken or activity conducted in violation of this Section is hereby

declared to be a public nuisance.

SECTION V1

BURNING.

A. No person shall cause, allow, permit, or maintain any outdoor fire, burn, bonfire,
trash fire, or the open bumning of brush, leaves, tree branches or vard trimmings,
except as otherwise permitted by this Section. Any action taken or activity
conducted in violation of this Section is hereby declared to be a public nuisance.

B. Burmng prohibited:

1.

The open buming of the following at any time in any area of the
Township, uniess this burning falls under one of the permitted categories
listed below: inorganic material, trash, books, magazines, newspapers,
cardboard and/or any item required to be recycled in the township,
drywall, plastic products including buckets, eic., insulation material,
upholstered furniture, garbage, dead animals, human and animal
excrement, human and amimal hair, rubber products including tires,
hydrocarbon products or flammable liquids, asphalt or tar shingles or
roofing materials, foam rubber, nylon, rayon, cotton, wool, polyester or
other synthetic material and insulation from copper or other wiring, and/or
solid waste.

Any burning or open burning, of any material or in any manner, which is
prohibited by the statutes, regulations, andfor rules of the Commonwealth
of Pennsylvania.

Any open buming set to clear land or lots for building, construction, or to
dispose of organic material from building/construction, or to dispose of
construction/demolition waste.

The open buming of, or the accumulation, reception, or acceptance for
apen burning of, any materials originating on, transferred from, or raeved
from the land of other person.
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5. The burning of any material that causes, creates, or results in violations of
any Township Ordinance, rule, or regulation, including but not limited to
violations of other Sections of this Ordinance involving air or water
poilution, glare, heat, or odors.

C. Buming allowed by permit. A Controlied Burn Permit from the Township is

required as a prerequisite to any burning under this Subsection.

1.

2.

Any open burning set to prevent a fire hazard.

Any fire set for the purpose of training and instructing authorized
personnel in fire fighting when approved by the Pennsylvania Department
of Environmental Protection.

Any open burning utilizing only organic material as fuel and set solely for
organized recreational or ceremonial purpeses on public property.

Any open buming set for the prevention and control of disease or pests
when approved by the Pennsylvania Department of Environmental
Protection’s Regional Air Quality Program Office.

Any open burning set to dispose of storm-damaged trees, limbs, and/or
vegetation when the amount of organic material created by the storm is
greater than can be handled by other disposal methods in a timely manner,

Any open burning set to keep persons warm at a public gathering or other
outdoor function when, in the Township’s opinion, it does not create a fire
hazard. Fire must be contained in a noncombustible container and only
organic material is to be burned.

Any fire set for the purpose of protecting the public health.

Burning in an incinerator or other similar device regulated and approved
by either the Department of Labor and Industry of the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania or the Department of Envirornmental Resources of the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

D. Burning allowed by right, unless otherwise prohibited by this Ordinance:

I.

Any open burning set in conjunction with an agricultural operation on the
premises of that operation.

Any personal or open buming utilizing only organic material as fuel and
set solely for recreational or ceremonial purposes on private property.
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Any personal or open burning, including the use of grills or barbecues,
specifically and solely set/used for the outdoor cooking of food.

Any open burning set 1o prevent or abate 2 fire hazard, when set by or
under the supervision of the Township and/or the local fire company.

The open buming of brush and leaves accumulated as a result of deadfall,
trimming, or the cutting of such material on a residental lot.

Any trash burning on a residential fot. A trash burning must be conducted
in 2 bumn barrel, or another structure of a similar size and design. The fire
shall be covered with a wire screen or similar devise used to prevent the
escape of flaming embers.

Any personal burning on a residential lot or campground.

This Table only is a synopsis of the regulations regarding certain type of bumings. Please
refer {0 the actual provisions of this Ordinance to determine all of the requirements and
conditions for each type of buming. This Table is not intended to modify any of the

provisions of this Ordinance.

E. When buming is allowed by right or by permit under this Ordinance, the
following regulations shall be met:

1.

All open burnings shall be setback at least 50 feet from any building,
structure, vehicle, fuel tank, or any combustible materials not intended to
be burned. No open burning shall be conducted closer than 25 feet to any
property line nor within 50 feet of the right-of-way of any street, road, or
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other public or private way. All open burnings shall be placed so as to
prevent the spread of fire to within any of these setbacks,

2. All personal burnings shall be setback at least twenty-five (25) teet from
any building, structure, vehicle, fuel tank, or any combustible materials
not intended to be burned and setback at least ten (10) fest from any
property iine or right-of-way of any street, road, or other public or private
way. Al personal burnings shall be placed so as to prevent the spread of
fire to within any of these setbacks.

3. Personal bumnings and trash burnings set in approved containers, such as
burn barrels, metal or stone fire pits, and chimeneas, shall be sethback at
least fificen (15) feet from any building, structure, vehicle, fuel tank, or
any combustible materials not intended to be burned and setback at least
ten (10) feet from any property line or right-of-way of any street, road, or
other public or private way. These requirements do not apply to charcoal
grills and other open-flame cooking devices, All such burnings shall be
placed so as o prevent the spread of fire to within any of these setbacks.

4, All fires and burnings shall be conducted so as not to create a fire hazard.

5, All fires and burnings must be guarded or attended to by one or more
responsible persons over the age of 18 years old at all times until such fire
and/or open burning has been extinguished.

6. For all bumings, a water hose attached to an operable water faucet,
equipment capable of covening the fire with carth, or other suitable
extinguishment equipment must be located near the fire and ready for
immediate use in extinguishing the fire. If used, a water hose must be of
sufficient length to extend at least 15 feet beyond the site of the fire.

7. Trash bumings and the buming of brush and leaves for waste disposal
purposes shali anly occur between 8:00 a.m. and sunset.

8. No burmning shall be permitted at any time or in any location that causes a
nuisance or annoyance to other persons or property due to heat, flame, fly-
ash, sparks, smoke, or odor. Agricultural-related bumings and burnings
set to prevent or abate a fire hazard are exempt from this restriction.

9. All agricultural related bumnings are allowed unless they create a fire
hazard that directly threatens the health or safety of other persons or
property or violate the International Fire Code, as adopted by the

Township.
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The Township may ban all bumning and/or suspend the regulations set forth in this
Section at any time and from time to time when it determines that any of the
foliowing conditions exist:

L. The proposed or existing burning, or the smoke, embers, and/or ash
emissions therefrom, may cause damage to property or vegetation Jocated
upon adjacent lands and/or endanger the public.

2. Smoke, embers, and/or ash emissions from the proposed or existing
burning may be offensive, objectionable, or deleterious to human or
animal health,

3 Dry conditions, high winds, weather inversion, or drought.

G. Qutdoor fireplaces and outdoor cooking grills. QOutdoor fireplaces and outdoor
cooking grills shall be permitted upon private property within ail areas of the
Township solely for the purpose of cooking foods or temporarily providing
radiant heat in an outdoor area. The following regulations shall apply:

1 No person shall use cutdoor fireplaces or outdoor cocking grills for the
burning of materials listed in Subsection B.1 of this Ordinance.

2. Qutdoor fireplaces or outdoor cooking grills shall not be used in a way
that creates a fire hazard.

3. Qutdoor fireplaces or outdoor cooking grills shall not be used indoors or in
any enclosed area that is not properly ventilated.

H. Controiled Burn Permits. All Permits required under any provisions of this
Section shall be issued in accordance with the International Fire Code adopted by
the Township and currently in effect, subject to the following provistons:

i. The applicant shall complete the Permit Application in full and pay the fee
for the Permit. This fec shail be set by resolution of the Board of

Supervisors from time to time.

2. Before a Permit is issued, inspection may be made by the Township to
assure that the use of the Permit will comply with the provisions of this
Section and the International Fire Code. '

3, The Permit holder shall comply with all Township ordinances, rules, and
regulations and shall follow and abide by all determinations and directives
of the Township regarding the issued Penmit and the burn/fire.

4. The Township may impose conditions and/or restrictions upon the
issuanice of the Permit to ensure the safety of persons and property, These
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SECTION ViI

conditions/restrictions shall be set forth in writing upon the Permit and
may include, but not be limited to, the following:

a. requiring the presence of firefighting personnel and/or apparatus at
the time of the burning;
b. regulating the timing and duration of the burning and the effective

time period of the Permit;

c. specifying a location of the buming and/or the nature of the
noncombustible container required for the burning; and/or

d. specifying weather conditions which must prevail during the
burning.
GRAFFITL

A. Prohibitions against graffiti

.

Tt shall be unlawful for any person to apply graffiti upon or otherwise
deface any natural or manmade surface on any public or private property,
without the permission of the owner of that property.

It shall be unlawfiil for anyone to possess any graffiti implement while in
or upon any public facility, park, playground, swimming pool, recreational
facility, or other public building or structure or while within fifty (50) feet
of an underpass, bridge abutment, storm drain, or similar types of
infrastructure, unless otherwise authorized by the Township.

All sidewalks, walls, buildings, fences, signs, and other structures or
surfaces shall be kept free from graffiti that is visible from the street or
other public or private property.

B. Graffiti as a public nuisance

1.

The existence of graffiti on public or private property in viclation of this
Ordinance is expressly declared to be a public nuisance and, therefore, is
subject to the removal and sbatement provisions specified in this

Ordinance.

It is the duty of the owner of the property to which the graffiti has been
applied to keep the property clear of graffiti at all times.
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C Removal of graffiti

1. Removal by the perpetrator, Any person applying graffiti on public or
private property shall be responsible for the removal of this graffiti and/or
the cost of the removal of this graffiti. The perpetrator shall remove this
graffiti within twenty-four (24) hours of receiving notice from the
Township or the owner of the property to remove the graffiti. Such
removal shall be done in a manner prescribed by the Township. Failure by
the perpetrator to remove the graffiti or pay for its removal shall constitute
an additional violation under this Ordinance. Where graffiti is applied by
a minor, the parents or legal guardian shall be responsible for such
removal or for the payment for the removal,

2. Property owner responsibility,

a. If the graffiti is mot removed by the perpetrator according to the
Subsection C.1. above, the graffiti shall be removed by the owner
of the property.

b. It is unlawful for any person who is the owner of property to

permit property that is defaced with graffiti to remain defaced for a
period of ten {10) days after service of Notice of Removal from the
Township. The Notice shall contain the following provisions:

(L) The street address and legal description of the property
sufficient for identification of the property;

(ii) A statement that the property is a potential graffiti nuisance
with a concise description of the conditions leading to the
finding; and

(ili) A statement that the graffiti must be removed within ten
(10) days after the receipt of the Notice and that if the
graffiti is not abated within that time the Township wili
declare the property to be a public nuisance and issue a
Citation against the property and the responsible parties.

c. These removal requirements shall not apply if the Board of
Supervisors determines that the property owner lacks the ahility
and financial wherewithal to remove the graffiti.

3. If a person neglects, fails, or refuses to comply with a2 Notice of Removal
within the required period of time, the Township may reinove the graffiti
itself to bring the property into compliance with this Section. The cost of
these measures, 2 penalty equal to ten percent (10%) of this cost, and all
legal expenditures, including attorneys’ fees and court costs, shall be
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
